Periodic review of the procedures below will help to maintain the life and
effectiveness of your wheelchair.

WEEKLY

Check the wheel pressure by following the instructions on the wheels.
If there are pneumatic wheels on the wheelchair.

Check that the central bolt of the transverse arm is tight and in good
condition.

Clean the fabric with soapy water or sufficient products.

Clean the metal parts of the chair with a dry cloth or with special
products for chrome surfaces or painted surfaces.

Check the wheel bolts and adjust if necessary.

Check for damage to front and rear wheels.

QUARTERLY

Check and adjust if necessary: wheel forks, the wheel axels and the
hand-rim of the rear wheels. Grease or oil all components that are
subject to friction or impending wear.

Make sure that all nuts and bolts are tight, but not too tight.

General revision of the chair's status and repair to whatever is
necessary.

ANNUALLY

We recommend a full review once a year to a qualified service
provider.

For the safety of the patient, we recommend that the wheelchair will
be checked by the manufacturer every 2 years. In case of repair, use
only authentic spare parts.

CLEANING

In addition to maintenance and inspection, both the frame and the upholstery
can be thoroughly cleaned.
